BNVESTIGATIONS/CRIME REDUCTION TEAM

Investigations 2023 open case load is currently 19. The Crime Reduction Team consists of a sergeant and
two detectives to meet the needs of the department and the community.

The daily duties and responsibilities of the CRT varies greatly, but can be summed up as encompassing
warrant arrests, case follow-up, rapid response to crime-related tips and self-initiated investigations.

Crime Reduction Team and Investigations — Notable Activity

e 5individuals were helped with entry into the Navigation Center.

e 2 individuals were arrested for trespass, under the influence of drugs, public intoxication and
resisting arrest.

e 2 individuals were cited for possession of fentanyl and trespass.

e Contacted 1 individual on private property and advised of camping ordinance. Large private
properties were checked multiple times for camping.

o Offered educational training to a nearby church to enhance their preparedness for critical incidents.

e 2 day training at El Dorado County Sheriff’s Office, Death Investigation.
