as Americans, we all must come together, and work to unify our community
in order to defend our great freedoms, ensuring that such horrific acts are
never again repeated and that our Nation remains the land of the free; and

as Americans, it is our duty to pay tribute to the victims, families and heroes
of the September 11%, attacks, ensuring their memoty lives on; and

by joint resolution, Public Law 107-89, approved December 18, 2001, the
Congtess of the United States of American designated September 11% of
each year as Patriot Day, and by Public Law 111-13, approved April 21, 2009,
the Congress of the United States of America has requested the observance
of September 11" as an annually recognized National Day of Service and
Remembrance.
